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The Bad News!

We are losing are trees in Park Hills at a rapid rate! Our tree canopy is ag-
ing and we are losing many of our large stately trees each year to storms,
disease and insects. We need to collectively act now to protect our commu-
nity’s historical investment and our own property values!

The Good News!
Did you know?

1. Trees increase our quality of life by bringing natural elements and wildlife habitats into urban set-
tings. Our neighborhood is home to many old trees that serve as historic landmarks and a great
source of pride and enjoyment. Tees contribute to their environment by providing oxygen, improving
air quality, climate amelioration, conserving water, preserving soil, and supporting wildlife.

Trees are essential to the eco-systems in which they reside, both above and below ground... Far
reaching roots hold solil in place and fight erosion. Trees absorb and store rainwater which reduce
runoff and sediment deposit after storms. This helps the ground water supply recharge, prevents the
transport of chemicals into streams and prevents flooding.

Property Value and Economic Value

2. Individual trees and shrubs provide value and contribute to savings, but it is the collective influ-
ence of well-maintained landscapes that makes real economic impact and has the greatest effect on
property values. Direct economic benefits come from a savings in energy costs. Cooling costs are
reduced in a tree shaded home, and heating costs lowered when a tree serves as a windbreak. Ac-
cording to the USDA Forest Service, "Trees properly placed around buildings can reduce air condi-
tioning needs by 30% and save 20-50 percent in energy used for heating."

3. Property values of homes with well-maintained landscapes are up to 20% higher than others.

What can be done!

| am asking each resident of Park Hills to plant at least one tree a year in your yard. If every
resident planted a tree we would have over 3,000 trees planted each year. Plant an annual tree for
each family member. Your investment will pay off by increased property values, energy reduction
and enjoyment. We can catch up. The fall and spring are the best times to plant trees. Search the
University of Kentucky Native Trees or the following link for the best trees to plant in our area.
